The Don Diego Scholarship Foundation is a non-profit 501-c3 corporation that provides scholarships for outstanding high
school seniors who participate in activities and events at the Del Mar Fairgrounds, including the San Diego County Fair.
(One scholarship category, Employee, is open to high school seniors and college students.)

The Foundation offers scholarships in six categories: 4-H, FFA, Employee, Exhibitor/Participant, Junior Livestock Auction,
and Vocational/Technical. In addition, the most outstanding student will be awarded the Spanjian Family Scholarship and
will receive an additional $5,000. Please see each scholarship category's application for number of awards and amounts.
Applicants may apply for only one category.

Scholarship winners demonstrate talent for organization, leadership and innovation and make a valuable contribution to
the community through participation in events at the Del Mar Fairgrounds, their school and extra-curricular activities.

This application is for the Vocational/Technical scholarship.
The Vocational/Technical category requires that the student must have participated (but not necessarily during the
applying year) in the San Diego County Fair or other Del Mar Fairgrounds events as an exhibitor, participant or
employee. Two $2,500 scholarships will be awarded in this category.

Applicants must meet ALL of the following criteria:

¢ Student must be a resident of San Diego County and a senior in high school with anticipation of graduating no later
than July 31, 2017.

¢ Student must submit a certified copy of his or her high school transcript with application.

¢ Scholarship must be used to pursue a vocational education curriculum at a community college or accredited trade
school with the goal of obtaining an AA or AS degree or certificate. Upon receiving student's verification of
enrollment, a check for the scholarship amount will be sent to the Financial Aid Office of the designated school.

e Scholarship must be used by the recipient within four years. If the full amount of the scholarship is not used in that

time, the recipient must apply for an extension, or the scholarship funds will be returned to the Don Diego
Scholarship Foundation.

Applications will be screened by community leaders and/or Del Mar Fairgrounds staff members, who will select semi-
finalists. Semi-finalists will be interviewed by a committee of Don Diego Board Members, who will select the scholarship
recipients.
